PURPOSE


The Hall of Fame is organized as a way of maintaining the rich heritage and tradition of successful athletic programs at Battle Ground High School.  In addition, it will serve as a means of recognizing, preserving, and honoring the athletes, coaches, and individuals who made significant contributions to the athletic programs.  Many individuals have been influential in the “Tiger Tradition” of excellence and have had exemplary accomplishments on the athletic fields.  The Hall of Fame honors the contributors and accomplishments of these individuals who are worthy of recognition as examples for others to emulate.
SUGGESTED CRITERIA FOR ATHLETE, COACH, AND CONTRIBUTOR

ATHLETE:  The nominee must have graduated at least 10 years ago from Battle Ground High School.  Criteria considered may include All-League recognition, All-State recognition, multi-sport recognition, citizenship, and scholarship.

COACH:  The nominee must have coached at Battle Ground High School for at least 10 years and be no longer coaching at Battle Ground High School.

CONTRIBUTOR:  An individual who has made outstanding contributions to the athletic programs at Battle Ground high School other than coaching and playing.

All nominees must exemplify the highest standards of sportsmanship, ethical conduct, and moral character.  All candidates will be judged on their significant and/or long term contributions to athletic endeavors.

NOMINATION PROCEDURES

1) Inductees may be nominated by

a) The Hall of Fame Committee.

b) Alumni.

c) Current faculty, administration, staff, and coaches.

d) Former faculty, administration, staff, and coaches.

2) Nomination Form:  All entries must be submitted on the official Battle Ground High School nomination form available through the activities office and the Battle Ground High School athletic website, www.battlegroundathletics.org.  The nomination forms need to be sent to the ASB office or brought to the nomination meeting.

3) Inductees will be selected by the Hall of Fame Committee from the list of nominees.

4) The size of the induction class will be determined by the Hall of Fame Committee.  A general guideline will be no more than 10 inductees for the 1st and 2nd year and no more than 5 inductees after the 2nd year.

HALL OF FAME COMMITTEE

The Hall of Fame Committee will consist of 9 members.  The members will consist of the athletic director, alumni, coaches, staff, and former coaches and staff.  If a vacancy arises the athletic director will be responsible for finding a replacement.

INDUCTION CEREMONY


The Hall of Fame induction ceremony shall be held each year in conjunction with a Friday or Saturday night basketball game in December.  Inductees will be notified by October 31st.
